Progress Report/Final Report: 

14 March 2001, Update:  Due to age of coordinations provided with the package, AFDPO/PPPF was unable to accept for publication.  The package was returned to HQ AFMC/ENP for reaccomplishment of coordination.  The coordination package was signed out of HQ AFMC/EN on 14 Mar 01 with a 15 Apr 01 suspense.  Copies of both AFIs were posted on the Engineering Data site, http://www.pdsm.wpafb.af.mil/engdat/pubrvw.htm with comment sheets for any non-concurrence remarks.

Apr 01 Meeting Update:  Formal AFMC coordination review of AFI 21-402 and AFI 21-403 revisions is complete.  Compilation and resolution of comments received is underway with submittal of final package to HQ USAF/ILMM by 30 May 01 for coordination and publication.  This action item remains OPEN until publication.

29 June 2001, Update:  AFMC coordination completed and packages for both AFIs were forwarded to HQ USAF/ILMM for Air Staff and MAJCOM coordination.  This action item remains OPEN until publication.

8 October 2002, Update:  HQ USAF/ILMM has accomplished the Air Staff review process resulting in some administrative changes not affecting the basic guidance content.  However, based on the Joint Aeronautical Commanders Group policy letter of 2 May 2002, it was necessary to add the requirement to consider ISO 10303, STandard for Exchange of Product model data (STEP).  Although a substantive addition, since this requirement was the result of policy direction and not affecting any other aspect of the AFI, a working level review was not conducted.  Such review was considered redundant and would not be allowed to refute implementation of this policy.  This action item remains OPEN until publication.

28 February 2003, Update:  HQ USAF/ILMM continues to pursue the Air Staff review process.  At this point the only remaining unresolved issue is that portion of AFI 21-403 which addresses the HQ USAF/AQ function.  This action item remains OPEN until publication.
