Subject:  Revision, AFMC Form 41

Statement of Problem:  With the publication of AFMC Form 41, it is essential that formal revision action begin so that lessons learned from implementation of this form can be incorporated and corrections made to address any and all initial mistakes.  Additionally, consideration should also be given to conversion of this form to an Air Force Form based on the potential development of an Air Force Manual companion to AFI 21-401 (AI 98-1A) and on the review of AFMCMAN 21-2 (AI 97-5).

Action Requested:  Each AFEDG member, in particular those directly involved with Repository management of engineering data, take note of any deficiencies in this form.  Clearly indicate the exact nature of the deficiency, the impact if not corrected, and develop recommendations for correction and submit to MSG/ILMP.  Upon accumulation of correction recommendations, MSG/ILMP will incorporate them into a draft revision for review circulation.  Additionally, when reviewing the form, indicate any changes which should be made for conversion to an Air Force Form as described above.
Assigned to:  Each AFEDG member.  Special emphasis on those managing repository data and those field activities requiring access to JEDMICS maintained engineering data.  It is essential that all potential users and managers of this form have an opportunity to provide input.
Due Date  INPUT:
Correction recommendations may be submitted at any time.  Cutoff will be 2 Jan 99. Recommendations for changes seen as needed for conversion to an Air Force Form should be submitted by 2 Jan 99.


DRAFT REVIEW:  ESC/AV-2, MSG/ILMP in cooperation with HQ AFMC/ENPS, will compile and incorporate correction recommendations and circulate for review not later than 1 Mar 99.  Review cover letter will provide suspense for review response.

Changes recommended for conversion to an Air Force Form will be incorporated and circulated for review in conjunction with draft of proposed AFMAN 21-XXX (AI 98-1A) by 1 Mar 99.  Distribution to be via E-Mail and to be posted on the Engineering Data internet page including comment preparation and submittal format.  (   http://www.pdsm.wpafb.af.mil/   )

b.
AFEDG members review and provide comments within thirty days of receiving draft.  Members must assure the proper functional personnel have an opportunity to provide input.

c.
Status to be briefed during the Apr 99 AFEDG meeting with the potential for a final review prior to formal coordination in conjunction with potential new AFMAN per action tasking of AI 98-1A.
NOTE:  Since there is information contained in this form that, if not kept current, could become very misleading, the above schedule may need to be accelerated.

Dependant on the extent of comments received and number of reviews required.

Progress Report/Final Report:

Apr 98 Meeting Update:  Tasking has been expanded to include consideration for conversion to an Air Force Form in conjunction with development of an Air Force Manual companion to AFI 21-401.  Refer to bold type additions above.  This action item remains OPEN.

Nov 98 Meeting Update:  Recommendation to change title of form to “Engineering Data Access Request” and, when designated an Air Force Form, prescribed by revision to AFI 21-401, will be used to establish EDSC access service for non-digital as well as digital data.  This expanded application is currently being used effectively in at least one AFMC Cat V EDSC.  The status of this action item is integral to the status of AI #97-5, 98-1, & 98-1A and remains OPEN at this time.

31 Mar 99 Update:  Subsequent to the Nov 98 meeting discussions with EDSC focal points have determined that no change to AFMC Form 41 is necessary for continued use within AFMC.  However, expansion of application to the entire Air Force using community has shown a need for some changes.  These changes are in work at this time and will be made available for review and fully coordinated prior to submission for publication.  When this form is submitted for designation as an AF Form, the instructions now on page two of the form will become an Appendix to the AFMAN now in development.  In keeping with the occurring events surrounding AI 95-5, efforts have begun for a companion form to enable support service contractors to gain the same access now reserved for Government personnel.  There will be no attempt to activate this companion form until the issue of support contractor access is resolved.  This action item remains OPEN.

Apr 99 Meeting Update:  During a working session of HQ USAF/ILMM, ANG, OC-ALC, OO-ALC, and MSG/ILMP personnel following the meeting, several changes to AFMC Form 41 were developed.  These changes will be incorporated when this form is submitted for AF Form Number assignment at the time the AFMAN 21-XXX now in development is submitted for publication.  The changes recommended during this working session were:

a.
Block 1, change USER ID to read ACTION REQUIRED

b.
Block 7, add a line following OTHER to allow entry of such other citizenship

c.
Block 8, recommended deletion of this requirement.  However, it has come to our attention that communication systems changes now in work will definitely require this information in the near future to allow remote access to a JEDMICS site.  Therefore, no action will be taken to delete this block at the present.

d.
Block 10, delete as being superfluous and outdated.

e.
Block 15, following FEDERAL CIVIL SERVICE, add AGENCY _______   Considerable controversy exists over the need to continue inclusion of the GOVERNMENT ID NUMBER requirement.  Since such number which was originally intended only to record a person’s ID card number, with the bar coding of military ID cards now in effect, Government ID Number usually means that person’s Social Security Account Number (SSAN).  The concern is the privacy of such information, is it relevant to be requested?  Is the original purpose for obtaining this information still valid today?  If so, then the form will require a privacy act statement.  Could this be abbreviated to only the last four digits as is often asked for other information gathering?  If only the last four were requested, would this still require the privacy act statement?  OC-ALC representative was tasked to research the need and, if still valid, obtain the specific information necessary for inclusion in the privacy act statement.

f.
Block 16, recommended for deletion as superfluous and outdated.

g.
Block 17, recommend this entire block be moved to follow the USER AGREEMENT block.

i.
FIRST LEVEL SUPERVISOR’S SIGNATURE change to APPROVING OFFICIAL  This change is seen as increasing the validity of the signature.  In some organizations, as pointed out during the post-meeting session, this authority is vested at a considerably higher level than the first level supervisor.

ii.
APPROVAL recommend deletion of this sub-block as being superfluous.  Either the request is approved through signature of the approving official or it doesn’t get submitted.

h.
Instructions on the back of the form will be revised accordingly.  When issued as an AF Form in conjunction with publication of AFMAN 21-XXX, these instructions will be an attachment to the manual.


Pending resolution of the SSAN concerns and submittal for issuance along with the AFMAN 21-XXX submittal for publication, this action item remain OPEN.  Upon resolution of the concerns noted, this form will be circulated for comment review through notification via e-mail and posting of proposed draft on the Engineering Data WEB page.

Nov 99 Meeting Update:  Use of SSAN was determined as no value added, especially with respect to Privacy Act concerns.  Copy of latest draft was provided for review and consensus achieved.  However, any further comments prior to finalization and submission for publication will be considered.  This action item remains OPEN.

31 October 2000 Update:  From the working meeting held 2-3 May at W-P AFB the proposed JEDMICS Access Request form was finalized.  However, comments received following the meeting caused a couple more changes to meet relevant security requirements.  These changes were accomplished and the draft form finalized.  This draft was posted on the Engineering Data WebSite for further review and a written request for document identifier submitted thru HQ AFMC/ENPM to HQ USAF/ILMM who then submitted this package to AFDPO/PPP.  As of this update we are waiting for assignment of form number to conduct the formal approvals and submit for publication.  The submission of this form, AFMAN 21-407, and AFI 21-401 will be concurrent to hopefully avoid delays for either action.  This action item remains OPEN.

Nov 00 Meeting Update:  As of this meeting form identifier has not been assigned.  HQ USAF/ILMM will follow up with AFDPO/PPP.  Upon assignment of identifier, this form will be submitted for formal coordination and approval concurrent with newly developed AFMAN 21-407 and revised AFI 21-401.  This action item remains OPEN.

27 February 2001 Update:  JEDMICS Access Request form has been designated AF Form 4265.  In addition, based on the AFDPO/PPPF review of AFMAN 21-407, two additional forms are being developed.  AF Form 4264, JEDMICS USER ACTION REQUEST, from Attachment 6.  AF Form 4266, JEDMICS ANNUAL RENEWAL / TERMINATION, from Attachment 2.  Drafts of each form have been reviewed by MSG/MMF and extensive comments provided to AFDPO/PPPF.  Although the basic form layouts appear appropriate, difficulties in the digital use of them are requiring they be reaccomplished from scratch.  When workable drafts are provided to MSG/MMF a review package of the forms, AFMAN 21-407 development and AFI 21-401 revision will be circulated for coordination approval.  This action item remains OPEN.

Apr 01 Meeting Update:  Revision, AFMC Form 41.  JEDMICS Access Request form has been designated AF Form 4265.  In addition, based on the AFDPO/PPPF review of AFMAN 21-407, two additional forms are being developed.  AF Form 4264, JEDMICS USER ACTION REQUEST, from Attachment 6.  AF Form 4266, JEDMICS ANNUAL RENEWAL / TERMINATION, from Attachment 2.  Drafts of each form have been reviewed by MSG/MMF and extensive comments provided to AFDPO/PPP.  Although the basic form layouts appear appropriate, difficulties in the digital use of them are requiring they be reaccomplished from scratch.  When workable drafts are provided to MSG/MMF a review package of the forms, AFMAN 21-407 development and AFI 21-401 revision will be circulated for coordination approval.  Completion of this action is dependant on AFDPO/PPP efforts.  This action item remains OPEN.

14 May Update:  HQ USAF/ILMM has queried AFDPO/PPP concerning trial use of Word based forms on the engineering data website but was discouraged from such action.  AFDPO/PPP is currently working on the forms and has informed HQ USAF/ILMM that new drafts with much improved functionality will be available by 18 May for further review.  Upon receipt of this work, MSG/MMF will again review for functionality of Form Flow and either return to AFDPO/PPP for further work or submit these drafts for coordination review.  This action item remains OPEN.

22 May 01 Update:  Draft of AF Form 4264, JEDMICS USER ACTION REQUEST, received from AFDPO/PPP and reviewed.  Basic format appears in good shape.  Much of the form has been improved but a few problems remain.  Review comments were provided to AFDPO/PPP for corrective action.  This action item remains OPEN.

8 October 2002 Update:  This Action Item is interdependent with AI’s 97-4, 97-5, 98-1 & 98-1A.  Activity on each is pending action by AFDPO/PPPF regarding development finalization of AF Forms 4264, 4265, & 4266.  This action item is on HOLD.

28 February 2003 Update:  This Action Item continues to be interdependent with AI’s 97-5, 97-5, 98-1 & 98-1A.  HQ USAF/ILMM continues to negotiate with AFDPO/PPP to determine when AF Forms 4264 & 4265 will be available for formal review action.  Based on the continuing testing of the three JEDMICS access forms developed, AF Form 4266 was eliminated and AF Form 4265 will be used for both initial account access requests and annual renewal actions.  This Action item is on HOLD.
