Review and Revision of AFI 21-402 Prescribed Forms
Statement of Problem:
Current AF Forms prescribed by AFI 21-402 have not been adequately reviewed since each was issued in its present configuration.  Among other parts of the forms that require changing, the current block labeled as AF CODE IDENT is very much out of date.  This action is also necessary to assure that existing forms are still needed and being effectively used.  As a result of this action, these forms, when updated, will be made available for use in the SAF/AADF electronic forms library with the exception of the drawing forms AF Form 1651 through 1656.  This action item is separate from Action Item 98-6 which will address AF Form 2602 separately.
Action Requested:
Review all forms prescribed in AFI 21-402 and develop change recommendations.  Also, for each form, determine if that form is still needed.

MSG/ILMP:  Review all forms and develop initial changes for consideration.  For Forms 1651 through 1656 only the title block and revision block will be reviewed as drawing size is established by compliance with ASME Y14.1.

MSG/ILMP:  Circulate via the Engineering Data WEB page and by direct E-Mail initial changes suggested to the entire AFEDG membership.

c.
All users of AFI 21-402 prescribed forms review those forms and the initial suggested changes.  Provide concurrence, non-concurrence, or other change recommendations to MSG/ILMP.  All non-concurrences and change recommendations must include rationale for that decision.  The AFEDG focal point for each organization to further distribute material locally to all functions utilizing the forms.

MSG/ILMP:  Resolve comments, develop final version of each form based on comments received, and initiate formal review (DD Form 673) for approval within AFMC, then submit finalized package to HQ AFMC/ENPS.

HQ AFMC/ENPS:  Submit forms package, with recommendation, to HQ USAF/ILMM for action.

HQ USAF/ILMM:  Review forms change package and, if approved, submit with recommendation for implementation to SAF/AADF.  If not approved, return package to HQ AFMC/ENPS with corrective action comments.

Progress Report/Final Report:  
Nov 98 Meeting Update:  Review during the meeting concurred with proposed changes.

a.
Of the options submitted for drawing format title blocks, the option with Current Design Activity blocks above the title block per MIL-STD-100 and ASME Y14.35M was selected.  The Drawing Forms, AF 1651 thru 1656, will be updated per finalized changes, placed in a fully accessible data base, removed from the Air Force forms management system, and controlled by MSG/ILMP.

b.
Finalized drafts will include preferred sequence of data entry for those forms to be made available for use via Form Flow.

c.
Concensus of the meeting was to delete AF Form 2605, List of Inspection Equipment, and AF Form 2606, List of Inpsection Equipment Lists.  From AFDPO/PPPF, the form 2605 has been made available for local reproduction as needed, and form 2606 currently shows no requests for issue in the past year.

d.
AF Form 1661 presented some confusion as the version provided for review was not confirmed as the current version.  OC-ALC was tasked to research and provide updated issue.  SA-ALC was also tasked to check validity and currency of MIL-SPEC references and the status of MIL-D-9898.  As of this meeting there are no changes recommended to this form beyond those being implemented for the basic drawing format.

31 Mar 99 Update:  The following details actions completed and yet to be accomplished:

a.
The following forms have been completed and submitted to SAF/PPPF for publication:

AF Form 1658, Parts List;  AF Form 1659, Data List;  AF Form 1660, Index List

b.
AF Form 1661, Tube Bend Drawing, remains in a state of indecision.  Some consider the guidance of ASME Y14.24M as adequate for this purpose and the form could be cancelled.  Others consider this form to still be useful and necessary.  Action will continue to resolve this situation.

c.
AF Form 2600, Engineering Order, and AF Form 2601, Engineering Order (Continuation Sheet), have already been revised and reconfigured into a three form set as AF Forms 3925, 3926, and 3927.  Implementation of these new forms will occur upon publication of the AFI 21-402 revision currently in work.

d.
AF Form 2605, List of Inspection Equipment, and AF Form 2606, List of Inspection Equipment Lists, following an extensive survey, have been cancelled.  Could find no users of these forms and Forms Management records show no useage for the past several years.

Upon resolution of AF Form 1661, Tube Bend Drawing, conflicts this action item will be closed.

Apr 99 Meeting Update:  Status as noted above was briefed.  This action item remains OPEN.

Nov 99 Meeting Update:  

a.
In coordination with AFDPO/PPPF, updates to AF Forms 1658, 1659, and 1660 have been made and these forms will soon be available on-lin through the AF Forms Page.

b.
AF Form 1661, Tube Bend Drawing, remains in limbo.  Actions have been taken to incorporate appropriate changes in ASME Y14.24M which, when published, will replace AF Form 1661 allowing cancellation of this form.

c.
Final “tweaks” to AF Forms 3925, 3926, and 3927 have been made for replacement of AF Forms 2600 and 2601, Engineering Order forms.  Posting of AF Forms 3925, 3926, & 3927 to the AF Forms page will not permit use of these forms until the revision to AFI 21-402, still in HQ AFMC/ENP, is published.  Until that time, AF Forms 2600 & 2601 will continue in effect.

Upon final resolution of AF Form 1661 and publication of the current revision to AFI 21-402, this action item will be closed.  Until that time, this action item remains OPEN.

Feb 00 Update:  AF Forms 1658, 1659, and 1660 are now posted on the AF Pubs site, address is: http://afpubs.hq.af.mil/  Message to the primary user group informing them of this.

21 August 2000 Update:  AF Form 1661, Tube Bend Drawing, is now posted on the AF Pubs site.  There have been no changes to this form from the 1972 paper version.  Question now is, should there be any changes or updates to this form?  This action item remains OPEN.

30 Nov 00:  (A) AF Form 1661, Tube Bend Drawing, as currently available appears to be outdated due to the many cancelled and unavailable specifications referenced.  MSG/MMF is tasked to conduct review of this form to determine (1) should it be retained or cancelled, (2) if retained, what changes must be made to bring it current; or (3) retained in an “INACTIVE FOR NEW DESIGN” status.

(B)  AF Forms 1658, 1659, and 1660, as noted above are currently available on the AF Pubs site at http://afpubs.hq.af.mil/   (recommend saving to disk then opening in Form Flow)

(C)  AF Forms 3925, 3926, and 3927, replacements for AF Forms 2600 and 2601, will be activated upon publication of AFI 21-402 revision.  This action item remains OPEN.

19 Mar 01 Update:  Current references on AF Form 1661, Tube Bend Drawing, to canceled mil-specs have been researched and replacement non-governtment standards identified, copies of which have been obtained.  Current work is directed at the current revision action on ASME Y14.24 to incorporate required guidance to allow cancellation of AF Form 1661.  Considering the transition to ASME Y14 series standards for all other aspects of drawing types, the inclusion of tube bend drawing guidance would complete that transition.  This action item remains OPEN.

Apr 01 Meeting Update:  

(a)
The final action for reviewing AFI 21-402 prescribed forms for revision or cancellation is dependant on ASME Y14.24 revision actions currently underway.  AF Form 1661, Tube Bend Drawing, is formatted and presents tube-bending data in a form useable by O-Level maintenance personnel.  However, much of the data contained in this form is out of date and needs to be updated or this guidance incorporated with other drawing types in ASME Y14.24.  Although the guidance in ASME Y14.24 is not adequate at this time, this standard is now being revised and the Air Force will propose appropriate changes to address our needs for tube bending data during the ASME Y14.24 30 Apr – 4 May 01 meeting.  However, if ASME Y14.24 revision action does not provide the guidance required, AF Form 1661 will be updated and continued.  AFEDG personnel will be provided the opportunity to review ASME Y14.24 draft review material on this subject before the revised standard is submitted for publication.

(b)
Previous action to adapt current Engineering Order forms, AF Form 2600 and AF Form 2601 for on-line use via Form Flow was completed in Dec 99.  These forms are now ready at AFDPO for issuance upon publication of AFI 21-402 revision now in final coordination.  MSG/MMF provided background to HQ USAF/ILMM on the development of these Engineering Order forms.

This action item remains OPEN.

14 May 01 Update:  HQ USAF/ILMM has queried AFDPO/PPP to determine if AF Forms 3925, 3926, and 3927 are ready for issuance upon publication of AFI 21-402.  AFDPO/PPP has ensured that these forms are on hand but must review them to assure compatability with current Form Flow criteria.  Status of forms to be provided to HQ USAF/ILMM by 18 May 01.  This action item remains OPEN.

8 Oct 02 Update:  There are three existing actions and one new action pending:

(a)  Action has been taken by the ASME Y14.24 sub-committee to revise their standard as needed to provide appropriate and clear guidance regarding tube bend drawings.  Upon publication of this revision action will be taken to cancel AF Form 1661.

(b)  Implementation of AF Forms 3925, 3926, and 3927 is dependent on publication of the current revision to AFI 21-402 which is currently undergoing Air Staff coordination.  These forms will replace AF Forms 2600 & 2601 for on-line use.

(c)  AF Form 2602, Engineering Document Release Record, has been recommended for upgrade from the current half-sheet card format to a full-sheet format and restructuring for on-line use.  New action item AI 2002-02 has been generated to pursue this effort.  This action item remains OPEN.

28 Feb 03 Update:  The tasks required by this action item have been accomplished to the extent possible by AFEDG action as of this update.

(a)  Upon publication of the latest ASME Y14.24 revision, action will be initiated by MSG/MMF to cancel AF Form 1661.

(b)  Implementation of AF Forms 3925, 3926, and 3927 will become effective upon publication of the current revision to AFI 21-402.  No further action by AFEDG is required as of this update regarding these forms.
